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The abstract text follows typed in Times New Roman 12 points, single-line spacing, with 3 pt separation following paragraph breaks. An abstract of no more than one page must be written in English. 

Abstract should summarize the content and conclusions of the paper and should focus on national approaches and experiences from application of ICRP Recommendations, methodological aspects and updates to computational models. Other recent documents reflecting new developments such as BSS and US-NRC and their application should be discussed in the paper.

An abstract should be sent to the NERIS Secretary by 3 October 2011. The Organizing/Programme Committee will evaluate the contributions and decide on oral or poster presentations. The authors will be informed about the decision of the Organizing Committee by 7 November 2011. 

Submission of full papers is requested by 9 January 2012 under the „Radioprotection“ journal instructions (see 4. Style guide) to the Local Coordinator and NERIS Secretary. The whole text (title, abstract and text) have to be written in English only. 
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
